Client Information sheet – Trout Fishing

The following information will answer some of your questions regarding your trip with us.  As well, we have enclosed a fishing trip contract securing the dates and conditions of your trip.  We need these completed and sent back as soon as possible.  All the info we mail our clients is also available on our website at (www.highlandoutfitters.com\clientpackagefish).
Terms & Conditions of Booking

A 50% deposit is required to hold your spot.  No spot is secure without a deposit.  Your deposit is non-refundable unless the client or outfitter is able to find an alternate client to fill the same time slot.  Balance of the trip price is due 21 days prior to the trip.  We also require our clients to sign a contract detailing the terms under which the trip is being offered.  There are no refunds if the client arrives late or leaves early for any reason or doesn’t make it here for the trip.  There is no discount of the contracted price if the client drives to camp or rents a vehicle and therefore doesn’t require airport pick-up.  We respect the rules and regulations of fishing in Saskatchewan and require our clients to do the same.

Trip Cancellation and Interruption Insurance

We strongly advise you to purchase insurance through the Sportsman’s Travel Insurance Plan for your trip as your payments to us are non-refundable unless your spot is filled.  This insurance will reimburse you for your trip cost if you can’t fly due to weather, if you must cancel due to sickness or death of yourself, a family member, traveling partner, or business partner, and for many other circumstances that may cause you to not make your trip.  A brochure and enrollment form will be included with your booking package. Entering Canada
If you have had an impaired driving or other criminal charge at any time, your ability to cross international borders can also be impaired.  If you have ever had any type of criminal charge (DUI, possession, domestic violence, etc.) we suggest you call Canada Border Crossing Services at 1-800-438-7020 (www.bordercrossing.ca) well in advance of your trip and explain your situation.  They are a business specializing in border crossing issues.  They will give you a free consultation over the phone and offer a professional opinion on whether or not you will have a problem entering Canada.  If you do have a charge that will prohibit you from entering Canada they can file all the necessary paperwork for you to apply for admittance.  You must do this well in advance of your trip as this usually takes several months.  This will give you ample time to clear things up if need be and avoid possible disappointment when you reach the border.

Arrival and Flight Information 

We usually do our airport or hotel pick-ups in the mid-afternoon.  You can identify us by our Highland Outfitters hats or clothing.  If you can’t be at the airport by this time you will need to fly in the prior day and get a hotel in Saskatoon.  If we will be picking you up at your hotel, please call camp (1-866-453-9270) or Adam (1-306-717-1814) or Sean (1-587-785-0838) once you arrive to arrange a pick-up place and time.  Once we pick you up we’ll take you to buy your fishing license and any supplies and food you need.  From there we’ll head to camp and may head out fishing or have supper depending on the time.

Delta (Northwest Airlines) has two direct flights coming in to Saskatoon daily from Minneapolis which arrive around 1:00PM and 10:30PM.  United Airlines has two direct flights coming in to Saskatoon daily from Denver which arrive around 2:00PM and 9:30PM as well as a daily flight from Chicago which arrives around 12:00PM.

If you’re flying in from the west coast you may find that a flight with Air Canada suits you better.  The travel agent mentioned below has contracted rates for Air Canada flights.

We have an arrangement with Carlson Wagonlit Richert Travel in Regina to book flights at discounted rates for our clients.  They get contracted rates for fishing and hunting clients through Northwest airlines and Air Canada and in turn pass the savings on to you.  You can call Jane at 1-888-284-6872 or email jmaier@carlsonwagonlit.ca for booking information and tell them you are booking with Highland Outfitters and they will give you the contracted rates and take care of all the details.  The earlier you book, the cheaper the contracted rates are.  If you can find a seat sale it may be cheaper than their contracted rates, however I wouldn’t suggest waiting too long to book your flight in hopes of finding a seat sale as these flights are usually full with hunters & fishermen.    
Departure Flights 

Delta (Northwest) departs daily from Saskatoon to Minneapolis around 3:00PM and they also have a flight departing around 6:30 AM.  United departs daily from Saskatoon to Denver around 7:30AM and 3:30PM and to Chicago around 12:45PM.  It would be best to talk to us about your departure time before booking flights.

Driving Instructions

If you choose to drive to camp please don’t arrive before mid-afternoon so the staff has time to make up the rooms and clean the lodge if there was a group here before yours.  Directions to camp from various locations are available at (www.highlandoutfitters.com\clientpackagefish).

Accommodations in Saskatoon

If you require a hotel in Saskatoon before or after your fishing trip, here are several that are close to the airport. · Passport (required to re-enter U.S.)

Catch and Release

To ensure long term sustainability of the fishery, this is a catch and release fishing trip. The only fish that can be kept are ones that are injured too bad to survive and maybe a smaller one for the BBQ. Dimensions and pictures can be taken to have a fiberglass reproduction made. We work with a taxidemist in the U.S. who has molds for a vartiety of sizes of Rainbows, making it easy to have a quality mount done that will last a lifetime.
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
